CELEBRATION PRESENTATIONS

· Dramatic monologue for a character in a scene: what are they thinking/feeling at that moment-why?
· Dramatic monologue for a character while they are out of the book: where are they? Why? What are they thinking?
· Postcard: write to s friend about this book; to the author; to a character in the book; write as if you were the character or author and write to yourself.
· Mapmaker: draw a map of the book’s setting.
· Moviemaker: write a one page “pitch” to a producer explaining why the story would or would not make a great movie.
· Trailer: movie previews always offer a quick sequence of the best moments that make us want to watch it; storyboard or narrate the scenes for your trailer. Focus on verbs.
· Billboard: as in the movies, take what seems the most compelling image(s) and create an ad.
· Collage: create a collage around themes or characters in the book.
· Cliff Notes: using the Cliffs” format create your own for the book.
· Silent Conversation: write about the story on paper; then pass it to another student who responds to what you said; each following respondent “talks” to/about all those before.
· Dear Author: after reading write the author via the publisher who always forwards the letters.
· Timeline: create a timeline that includes both the events in the novel and historical information of the time. 
· Gender-Bender: rewrite a scene and change the gender of the characters to show how they might act differently.

· Picture This:  bring in art related to the book’s time or themes; compare describe and discuss.

· Kids Books: bring in children’s books about related themes and read these aloud to the class.

· Draw!: translate chapters into storyboards and cartoons; draw the most important scene in the chapter and explain its importance and action.

· Oprah Book club: host a talk show playing the host, author, and cast of characters; allow for questions from the audience.

· Fictional Friends: who of all the characters would you want for a friend? Why? What would you do or talk about together?

· State of the Union: the President wants to recommend a book to the nation: tell him one important realization you had while reading this book and why he should recommend it.
· Dear diary: keep a diary as if you were a character in the story. Write down events that happen during the story and reflect on how they affected the character and why.
· Personal ad: what would a particular character write in a personal ad for the newspaper? After posting the ad on the board, discuss their entry.
· Create a diorama: create a diorama of a particular important scene.
· Censorship defense: imagine that the book you are reading has been challenged by a special interest group; write a letter defending the book, using specific evidence from the book to support your ideas.
· Call for censorship: imagine you are someone who feels this particular book should not be read and write a letter in which you argue it should be removed.
· Interactive story: create a multimedia, interactive version of the story.
· Daily edition: using the novel as the basis for your stories, columns, and editorials create a newspaper or magazine based on or inspired by the book that you read.
· Make your own test: create your own test or essay questions about the book; prepare the test and the answer key.
· Sequel: write a sequel to the story.
· Videotaped dramatizations: film a scene acted out by you and show it to the class.
· Timeline: create a timeline of events in the book you read.
· Song or dance: Create a song or dance about the book and perform it for the class.
· News broadcast: Film a news broadcast reporting events from the book..
