4. Research the migration of African Americans to northern cities during the late 1800s and early 1900s. Create a mural depicting the migration. Include scenes of the life African Americans left behind in the South as well as of the life they found once they arrived in the North.

5. Collect information about the problems of cities in the late 1800s and early 1900s. Plan a reform campaign for each problem. Present your campaign strategies in a series of posters or TV programs.
